October 19, 2020

Chairman Bryce Arkema called the meeting to order and read from Phillipians 2. The
needs of many in the church and community were lifted up in prayer.

An audit report was received indicating that the general fund records were found to be in
good order for the interim period from January o May.

Minutes from the Focus Team meetings held in August and September were received for
information. The initial terms and offices of the committee members were reported along
with the initial work of the committee. The committee is considering a potential effort that
would help members better understand where they may be at on their personal disciple-
ship journey and also an initiative to help define a discipleship path and approach for
those just beginning to explore Christ.

The facilities committee reported that hand sanitizer stations have been placed near all en-
try and exit points from the church and also at the top of each stair well in the back of the
sanctuary. Bills for the parsonage roofing and the carpeting projects have been received
and paid from the building funds. Other maintenance projects are being reviewed by the
committee.

Curt reported that all Sunday School classes have resumed and that the Wednesday even-
ing youth groups plan to begin meeting this week after delaying for several weeks due to
COVID concerns in area schools.

Curt reported that the Cadet Club is making tentative plans for their annual hog roast fund-
raiser in November.

Discussion was held on the role of the church in encouraging member voting in the upcom-
ing election as well as various voter guides that have been presented to the church for pos-
sible distribution. After considerable discussion, a motion was passed to distribute a piece
provided by The Family Leader entitled OHonorir
guide. It was agreed that other material from The Family Leader will not be distributed.

A possible voter guide from the Faith & Freedom Coalition will be evaluated if and when
received.

Pastor Brian provided an extended report on his work with the Council of Delegates and
particularly the meeting held in October.

The October meeting is one where a lot of reports are received and routine business is ad-
dressed.

Of particular note at the current time is the need for the denomination to fill a number of
vacant roles. Pastor Brian has been asked to serve on an interview team for one position.
A matter concerning homosexuality became a central topic of discussion in the meeting.
Pastor encouraged prayer for the denomination and particular attention to a committee re-
port that is due out in November on homosexuality. We will need to be discerning as we
navigate this topic as a denomination.

Bryce reported that Pastor Will Verhoef will lead services on November 1 and Pastor Ber-
nie Van Ee will lead the evening service on November 29. .
