The 1 Peter series is availa-

ble on this account as well as a wealth of other studies. We feel it will be beneficial to 

many different groups and will help facilitate spiritual growth.  

Art. 8  Council was approached about supporting Together For Good. It is an organization that 

specializes in supporting and ministering to families and children. They partner with lo-

cal churches and identify needs within their immediate communities which we feel will 

be very helpful to us and allow us to minister within the community but outside of our 

church body. Ashley Baker, the representative for Iowa, will come to church July 10 to 

share information.  

Art. 9   Minutes of the recent Search Committee meeting were reviewed.  

Art. 10 Information from the recent Focus Team meeting was shared for information.  

Art. 11 Due to some problems with unauthorized people entering the church the keypad code  

was changed. Discussion was held about installing some better outdoor lighting in dark-

er areas around the church. Two wireless cameras were installed.  

Art. 12 We are still scheduled to have the repair and installation of the AC units done.  

One to two volunteers with skills in comput 

er entry may be helpful.  

Art. 14 A group of 412 students along with Carla Fopma ,Marv Goodyk and Glenda Vander 

Leest were able to attend and facilitate a worship service at Bethel Mission and shared a 

good report.  

Verlan 

Van Wyk will read the forms. Plans are being made for an organizational meeting to 

place Council members in their designated roles of responsibility.
