Scripture:  Luke 4:14-30 (p. 1596) 

Sermon:  “Good News Rejected” 

 

Luke introduces two major themes of Jesus’ ministry, the an-

nouncement of good news and rejection by his own. 

 

 I.  Jesus Proclaimed Good News 

 A. It is the fulfillment of Israel’s hope—Isaiah 61:1-2 

 B. It is a Spirit empowered ministry—”the Spirit of the Lord 

     is upon me.”  

 C. He announced good news for the poor and needy, for 

those oppressed by the presence and power of sin. 

 

II. Jesus Was Rejected by his Own 

 A. Because of his miracles, he was greeted with interest 

and excitement. 

 B. Beneath the excitement was skepticism, self-righteous 

pride, and unbelief. 

 C. They were offended by his message. 

 D. The murderous anger of those who knew him best fore-
